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Rules of Procedure of HasalMUN 2019 
I. General Rules 

1. Scope 

These rules apply to all committees of HasalMUN 2019 unless stated otherwise by the 
Secretariat and except for Joint Crisis Cabinets, Rules of Procedures of which are prepared on 
an individual basis. If a circumstance that is not addressed in this document arises, Committee 
Directors will have final authority upon the matter. 

2. Secretariat 

Within the structure of HasalMUN 2019, Secretary-General, Deputy-Secretaries-General, 
Under-Secretaries-General, and Academic Assistants are collectively referred to as the 
Secretariat. The Secretariat may deliver written or oral statements to committees at any time 
and is responsible to perform any work that the committee may require such as approval and 
distribution of documents, reports and resolutions. The decision of the Secretariat is non- 
appealable. 

3. Credentials 

The credentials of all participants are accepted upon registration. Modification of rights or 
credentials of any delegate or team member may not be initiated without the written consent of 
the Secretary-General. Badges provided upon registration are used to verify credentials; 
therefore, all participants are obliged to have their badges with them at all times. Anyone 
without a badge may be restricted participation upon the decision of HasalMUN 2019. 

4. Language 

English will be the official and working language during the committee sessions. 
Communicating in any other language will not be accepted. 

5. Dress Code Policy 

The dress code of the conference is Western business attire. HasalMUN 2019 takes the 
Dress Code Policy seriously and warns the participants beforehand via this document that those 
who are dressed inappropriately for any event may be asked to leave and change into required 
attire. 

6. Courtesy 

Participants shall show diplomatic courtesy and respect to other participants, the Secretariat 
and members of the Organization Team at all times. Participants who fail to comply with this 
rule may be subject to academic warnings or expulsion by the decision of the Secretariat. 

 
II.  Committee Rules 

7. General Powers of the Committee Staff 

Committee Staff consists of the Committee Directors and the Rapporteur who are mandated 
to direct the committee with the powers granted to them by this document. The Directors are to 
declare the opening and closing of each meeting, direct discussions, put questions to the vote, 
and announce decisions. The Directors have complete authority over the proceedings of the 
committee and are responsible for the maintenance of order. The Directors have the right to 
suspend the current Rules of Procedure or interrupt the committee proceedings in order to 
clarify a certain point or to show a presentation, bring in a speaker, or a witness. The Committee 
Staff are responsible to the Secretary-General and subject to these rules at all times. 



8. Delegations 

In all Committees of HasalMUN 2019, every member will be represented by one or two 
delegates who, in either case, will  have one vote. The Secretariat will  provide a list of members 
for each committee to the Directors. 

9. Quorum 

Quorum denotes the minimum number of members who need to be present in a committee 
in order to start a session or move on to the substantive voting procedure. A member is 
considered present if at least one delegate representing that member is in the committee, while 
the quorum is met if at least one-third of the members is present in the committee. Quorum 
needs to be verified at the beginning of each session and will  be assumed present during sessions 
unless specifically challenged by a Point of Parliamentary Inquiry, Point of Order, or via 
message paper sent to the Committee Staff. 

10. Appeal 

Any decision of the Committee Staff, unless specified as non-appealable by this Rules of 
Procedure, may be appealed by a delegate by giving a �³�0�R�W�L�R�Q to �$�S�S�H�D�O�´ immediately after it 
has been made.

to sign a draft resolution or amendment is never appealable. 

11. Communication 

Written notes, referred to as massage papers, are the means of communication between 
delegates, or between delegates and Committee Staff. Notes are to be distributed only by the 
Administrative Staff present in the Committee; delegates may not convey message papers to 
other delegates themselves. All notes must be in English, written in formal language, and be 
about the agenda that is currently discussed in the Committee; otherwise the Administrative 
Staff may take the note to the Committee Directors for investigation and the Committee 
Directors may decide not to pass the note. Note-passing is automatically suspended during roll- 
call, unmoderated caucuses, and voting procedures. 

 
12. Electronic Devices 

 
Use of electronic devices during the committee sessions is out of order except for 

unmoderated caucuses or unless a specific permission is given by the Committee Staff. 
Electronic devices may only be used for content writing purposes. 

 
III.  Rules Governing Agenda 

13. Attendance 
 

At the beginning of each session, the Committee Staff shall call on members in alphabetical 
order and record whether the members are absent, present, or present and voting, and determine 
the required majorities. Delegates who indicate their status as �³�S�U�H�V�H�Q�W�´ are allowed abstentions,

substantive matters. Delegates that have not replied to the roll-call shall send a message paper 
to the Committee Staff stating their status as either present or present and voting. Delegates 
marked absent may not join the debate or vote until their status is changed by the Committee 
Staff. Delegates that have missed more than half of the time allocated for the session are 
considered absentees. Such Delegates cannot join the debate, nor exercise their voting rights. 



14. Agenda Setting 
 

In cases where the agenda consists of multiple topics or is open, a motion should be made to 
prioritize the topics. Only one motion to set the agenda shall be entertained at once. In cases 
where the agenda consists only one topic, the agenda is automatically set without a need of a 
motion. When the debate is closed, the Committee will move to an immediate vote on the 
motion for the consideration of the agenda. A simple majority is required for adoption. 

 
Should an event of international emergency or crisis occur, the Secretary-General or his/her 

deputy or representative may request the tabling of the current topic in order to quickly and 
effectively respond to what the crisis necessitates. After a resolution is adopted on the crisis 
topic, the Committee may return to debate on the tabled topic only at the discretion of the 
Secretary-General or his/her deputy or representative. 

 
IV.  Rules Governing Debate 

15. Debate

in three ways: Formal Debate, Moderated Caucus and Unmoderated Caucus. Formal debate is 
the default setting of the debate. Formal debate collectively refers to the general debate on the 
agenda item, debates on amendments and draft resolutions.

purpose is to facilitate a formal lobbying time for working on Committee documents. The time 
limit -not to exceed twenty minutes- and the purpose should be specified while making the 
motion. In the case of multiple motions proposing unmoderated caucuses, the Director will  rank 
the motions in descending order of length and the Committee members will vote accordingly. 
The Committee Director may decide to alter the duration of such a motion or rule the motion 
out of order and such decisions are not subject to appeal. The Director may overrule a motion 
to extend the unmoderated caucus and his or her decision is not subject to appeal. 

 
18. Moderated Caucus 

 
Moderated caucus takes place within the formal proceeding of the �&�R�P�P�L�W�W�H�H�¶�V session. The 

Delegate making the motion must briefly explain the purpose of the moderated caucus and 
specify a time limit, not to exceed twenty minutes, and a time limit  for the individual speeches, 
not to exceed the time limit per speakers in the Speakers' List. The Director may alter the time 
limit and the limit for individual speeches. The motion will be put to vote and simple majority 
is required for the motion to pass. In the case of multiple motions proposing moderated 
caucuses, the Committee Director will rank the motions in descending order of length and the 



Committee members will  vote accordingly. A motion for an extension of the current Moderated 
Caucus can only be raised right after the Caucus ends. A Moderated Caucus may only be 
extended for once with a timeframe not exceeding the original caucus, or the extension in case 
of a proposal for a second extension. Tour de table is a special mode of moderated caucus, 
where every Member will  be called upon in English alphabetical order and be granted a limited 
time to express their opinions on the purpose of the tour. 

 
19. Closure of Debate 

 
A Delegate may propose a motion for closure of debate at any time when the floor is open. 

The Director may overrule this motion and it is subject to appeal. When the motion is 
entertained, permission to speak on the motion shall be accorded only to two delegates opposing 
the closure, after which the motion shall be put to a procedural vote. The Director may rule such 
a motion out and his/her decision is not subject to appeal. Closure of debate necessitates a two-
thirds majority. After closure of debate, the Committee proceeds to an immediate vote on the 
resolution and the amendment on the floor. In case where no further motions are raised, the 
Committee automatically moves to the voting procedure, without a need for a further motion. 

 
20. Suspension and Adjournment of the Meeting 

 
A Delegate may propose a motion for the adjournment of the meeting to suspend all 

Committee functions for the duration of the Conference. The adjournment of the meeting means 
the postponement of all Committee functions for the duration of the Conference. The 
Committee Directors can overrule these motions, and this decision cannot be appealed. A 
simple majority is required to suspend or adjourn the meeting. A motion to adjourn the meeting 
will be out of order until three-quarters of the time allotted for the last session has elapsed. 

 
21. Tabling and Resumption of the Debate 

 
A delegate may raise a motion to table the debate on a draft resolution or amendment under 

discussion, which is the postponement of the current debate. This motion requires a two-thirds 
majority to pass and will  be debatable to the extent of one speaker in favour and one against. In 
case there are no delegates speaking against, the motion may be considered to automatically

amendment on which debate has been postponed will  require a simple majority to pass and will 
be debatable to the extent of one speaker in favour and one against. If this motion passes, no 
debate will be allowed on the tabled draft resolution or amendment. 

 
22. Reconsideration 

 
A motion to reconsider is in order when a draft resolution or amendment has been adopted 

or rejected, and must be made by a member who voted with the majority on the substantive 
proposal. The Director shall recognize two speakers opposing the motion after which the motion 
shall be immediately put to a vote. A two-thirds majority of the members present is required 
for reconsideration. If the motion passes, the Committee will immediately vote again on the 
draft resolution or amendment being reconsidered. If the motion for the reconsideration passes, 
the procedure continues from when the voting procedure started. The Committee Staff may not 
open the floor for motions regarding voting procedure; the voting procedure will be applied as 
it was originally. 



V. Rules Governing Speeches 

23. Speeches 
 

No Delegate may address the Committee without the permission of the Director. Speeches 
made by Delegations must be kept relevant to the topic under discussion. The Director may 
interrupt or even terminate the speech of the delegate if there is no relevance with the current 
topic. The Committee Director can interrupt the speaker if he/ she exceeds the time limit. 

 
24. Yields

a. Yield to another delegate: The �G�H�O�H�J�D�W�H�¶�V remaining time will  be offered to the delegate 

specified by the previous delegate. If  the latter delegate accepts the yield, the Committee 
Director shall recognize that delegate for the remaining time. The second delegate 
speaking may only yield back to the Director. 

b. Yield to questions: Questioners will be selected by the Committee Director and limited 
to one question each. Follow-up questions will be allowed only at the discretion of the

remaining time. The Committee Director will  have the right to call to order any delegate 
whose question is, in the opinion of him or her, rhetorical, leading and/or not designed 
to elicit information. 

c. Yield to the Director: Such yield should be made if the delegate does not wish his/her 
speech to be subject to questions. The Committee Director will then move to the next 
speaker. 

 
25. Right of Reply 

 
A Member whose personal or national integrity has been impugned by another Member or 

who has become the subject of a nonfactual claim may request a Right of Reply. It should be 
submitted in writing. The Director will grant the right of reply on his/her discretion and a 
Delegate granted a right of reply would not address the Committee except at the request of the 
Director. Speeches granted due to right of reply should only be directed to the claim that is 
considered inaccurate. The Board may call to order a Member who fails to abide by this rule. 
Right of reply to right of reply is not in order. 

 
VI.  Rules Governing Points 

26. Points of Order 
 

During the discussion of any matter, a delegate may rise to a point of order to indicate an 
instance of improper parliamentary procedure. A delegate may not, in rising to a Point of Order, 
speak on the substance of the matter under discussion. The Committee Director in accordance 
with the rules of procedure will decide the Point of Order. This decision is not appealable. A 
Point of Order may not interrupt a speech. 

 
27. Points of Personal Privilege 

 
Delegate may raise a Point of Personal Privilege whenever there is something that hinders 

the participation of the delegate to the Committee and request that discomfort to be corrected. 



Since the point of personal privilege due to audibility is the only point that may interrupt the 
speaker, delegates are kindly requested to pay utmost attention in its usage. 

 
28. Points of Parliamentary Inquiry 

 
A delegate may rise to a point of parliamentary inquiry to ask the Director a question 

regarding the rules of the procedure. The Committee Director will answer it according to the 
present rules of procedure. Questions regarding issues other than parliamentary procedure 
should not be asked by raising a Point of Parliamentary Inquiry, rather a note should be sent to 
the Committee Director. A Point of Parliamentary Inquiry may not interrupt a speech. 

 
29. Points of Information 

 
Points regarding issues other than parliamentary procedure and that are not covered in the

VII.  Rules Governing Substantive Issues 

30. Working Papers 
 

Delegates may propose working papers for the consideration of the Committee. They are 
intended to direct and elaborate the discussion or to specify the position of a certain Delegation 
or Delegations. Working papers are not official documents and may be presented in any format 
approved by the Committee Director, but do require the signature of the Committee Director to 
be copied and distributed. An approved working paper needs a motion to be introduced to the 
Committee, yet the motion shall not be put on vote. 

 
31. Draft Resolutions 

 
A draft resolution may be introduced when it is signed by one-fifth of the number of 

delegations that are present at the Committee at the time of the submission and receives the 
approval of the Director. Signing a draft resolution does not automatically amount to support 
the resolution, but it just indicates the will of the signatory Delegation to bring that resolution 
on the floor. There are no official sponsors of resolutions. Introducing either pre-written 
resolutions prior to the Committee sessions or resolutions that are formulated by other delegates 
outside the Committee is strictly forbidden and will not receive the approval of the Director. 
All the documents presented will be scanned against plagiarism. 

 
32. Amendments 

 
Delegates may amend a resolution that has been introduced. Amendments to amendments 

are out of order, yet amended parts of a resolution may be further amended. Only one 
amendment may be introduced at any given time. Amendments shall be submitted in a written 
way to the Directors. An amendment may be introduced when it is signed by one-eighth of the 
number of delegations that are present at the Committee at the time of the submission and 
receives the approval of the Director. Perambulatory phrases may not be amended. The final 
vote on the amendment is substantive; the same voting procedure as in the case of draft 
resolutions applies. Amendment procedure: 

 
a. A motion to introduce an approved amendment may be introduced when the floor is open. 



b. After this motion, the Director may read the amendment aloud, time permitting. Then the 
motion to introduce is put to vote, requiring a simple majority to pass. 

c. If the committee moves to introduce the amendment, general debate will be suspended

amendment. A motion to close debate will  be in order after the Committee has heard from 
two speakers for the amendment and from two speakers against, or from all the speakers 
on one side and at least two on the other side. Two-thirds majority is required for the 
motion to close the debate to pass. 

d. If there are no speakers against the motion to close debate, the Committee Director can 
propose to move to voting by acclimation. If rejected by the committee or delegations 
spoke against the amendment, the Committee will move to an immediate vote. 
Amendments need a simple majority to pass. After the vote, debate will  resume according 
�W�R���W�K�H���*�H�Q�H�U�D�O���6�S�H�D�N�H�U�V�¶ List. 

 
33. Withdrawing a signature on a substantive matter 

 
A signatory of a draft resolution or an amendment may withdraw its signature at any time 

before the debate on the regarded item is closed. When the number of the signatories is below 
the required percentage after the withdrawal of signatories, the item in question will be 
considered as automatically withdrawn. A draft resolution or an amendment thus withdrawn 
may be reintroduced by any delegate at any time. 

 
34. Competence 

 
A motion to question the competence of the Committee to discuss a resolution or an 

amendment is in order only immediately after the resolution or amendment has been introduced. 
The motion requires a majority to pass and is debatable to the extent of one speaker for and one 
against. 

 
VIII.  Rules Governing Voting 

35. Voting Rights 
 

Each member of the Committee, including observers, shall have one vote on procedural 
matters. Substantive voting on a resolution or a part thereof will be taken among the Member 
States only. 

 
36. Procedural Voting 

 
Procedural voting is in order in all cases except for voting on a resolution or substantive 

amendment. Procedural voting does not accommodate abstaining, thus requires all delegations 
to cast an affirmative vote or a negative vote. In the event that the counted votes is less than the 
number of Delegates present; the Committee Staff shall take the vote repetitively until the 
number is met. Note passing is automatically suspended during Procedural Voting. Procedural 
voting procedures will be exercised through raising placards unless the Committee Directors 
choose to ease the process via seconds and objections. 

 
37. Substantive Voting 

 
Substantive voting refers to voting on any draft resolution, an amendment thereto, or a 

portion of a draft resolution divided out by motion. All matters will be voted upon by placards 
unless otherwise is provided in these Rules of Parliamentary Procedure. Voting rights shall only 



be accorded to Member States; each member shall carry one vote unless otherwise stated. Each 
member can move to either vote in favour, against or to abstain its vote. simple majority requires 
more positive votes than the half of the members present or present and voting. A two-thirds 
majority requires more positive votes than the two thirds of the members present or present and 
voting. 

 
38. Voting by Acclimation 

 
The Director may ask if there are any objections to passing the matter by acclimation, just 

prior to a vote on a particular matter, be it a motion, an amendment or (part of) a draft resolution. 
or a member may raise a motion to accept the matter by acclimation. Any objection will be 
considered as a request for a vote. 

 
39. Division of the Question 

 
Immediately after debate is closed on the agenda item, any Delegate may request the division 

of the question. A motion for the division of the question is in order only for voting draft 
resolutions. A motion for the division of the question requires simple majority of the votes to 
pass. The delegate raising the motion shall indicate how he/she wishes to divide the draft 
resolution that is to be voted and group the operative clauses accordingly. If the motion passes 
the draft resolution shall be voted on segment by segment first, which is procedural voting; and 
then voted , which is substantive voting. 

 
40. Division of the House 

 
Immediately after the closure of the debate, a motion to divide the House may be introduced. 

This motion requires two-thirds majority. If the motion passes, abstentions on that draft 
resolution will be ruled out of order; meaning that each member will only have the right to 
either vote in favour or against, unattached to their status during the roll call. The division of 
the House is only in order in voting on draft resolutions; it cannot be introduced on voting on 
amendments. 

 
41. Roll Call Voting 

 
After debate is closed on any topic area or amendment, any delegate may request a roll call

decision whether to accept the motion for a roll call vote may not be appealed. In a roll call 
vote, the Moderator will call all countries noted by the dais to be in attendance in alphabetical 
order starting with a randomly selected member. In the first sequence, delegates may vote

The same delegate may not request the right of explanation. A delegate may only request the 
right of explanation if  his or her vote appears to constitute a divergence from his or her �F�R�X�Q�W�U�\�¶�V��
